THE FORM OF

SOLEMNIZATION OF MATRIMONY

§ At the day and time appointed for solemnization of Matrimoeny, the persons to be
married shall come into the body of the Church with their friends and neighbours :
and there standing together, the Man on the right hand and the Woman on the lefl,

THE DEAN shall say,

EARLY beloved, we are gathered here in the sight of God and in
the face of this congregation, to join together this man and this
woman in Holy Matrimony; which is an honourable estate, instituted
of God himself, signifying unto us the mystical union that is betwixt
Christ and his Church; which holy estate Christ adorned and beautified
with his presence, and first miracle that he wrought, in Cana of Galilee,
and is commended in Holy Writ to be honourable among all men;
and therefore is not by any to be enterprised, nor taken in hand,
unadvisedly, lightly, or wantonly; but reverently, discreetly, soberly, and
in the fear of God, duly considering the causes for which Matrimony
was ordained.

First, It was ordained for the increase of mankind according to
the will of God, and that children might be brought up in the fear
and nurture of the Lord, and to the praise of his holy name.

Secondly, It was ordained in order that the natural instincts and
affections, implanted by God, should be hallowed and directed aright;
that those who are called of God to this holy estate, should continue
therein in pureness of living.

Thirdly, It was ordained for the mutual society, help, and comfort,
that the one ought to have of the other, both in prosperity and adversity.

Into which holy estate these two persons present come now to be
joined.

Therefore if any man can shew any just cause, why they may not
lawfully be joined together, let him now speak, or clsc hereafter for ever
hold his peace.




8§ Then, speaking unlo lhe persons that shall be married, THIE ARCHBISHOP OI
CANTERBURY shall say,

REQUIRE and charge you both, as yc wiil answer at the dreadlul-

day ol judgment when the secrets of all hearts shall be disclosed,
that 1l either of you know any impediment, why ye may not be lawfully
Joined together in Matrimony, ye do now conless it. For be ye well
assurcd, that so many as arc coupled together otherwise than God’s
word doth allow arc not joincd together by God; ncither is their
Matrimony lawful.

8§ If no impediment be alleged, then shall the Archbishop say unto the Man,
D 1ARK ANTHONY PETER, wilt thou have this Woman to thy

wedded wile, to live together alter God’s ordinance in the holy
cstate ol Matrimony? Wilt thou love her, comiort her, honour, and
keep her, in sickness and in health; and, lorsaking all other, keep thee
only unto her, so long as ye both shall live?

§ The Man shall answer,
I will.

§ Then shall the Archbishop say nunto the Woman,

NNE ELIZABETH ALICE LOUISE, wilt thou have this Man
to thy wedded husband, to live together after God’s ordinance

- 1in the holy estate of Matrimony? Wilt thou obey him, and serve him,

love, honour, and keep him, in sickness and in health; and, lorsaking
all other, keep thee only unto him, so long as yc both shall live?

€| The Woman shall answer,
I wiil.
§ Then shall the Archbishop say,
Who giveth this Woman (o be marricd to this Man?

§| Then shall they give their troth lo cach other in this manner.

The drchbishop, receiving the Woman at her father’s hands, shall cause the Man with his
right hand lo take lhe Woman by her right hand, and lo say after him as followeth.

§ Then shall they loose their hands; and the Woman, with her right hand laking the
Man by ls right hand, shall likewise say after the Arehbishop,

I ANNEL  ELIZABETH ALICE LOUISE take thee MARK
" ANTHONY PETER (o my wedded husband, to have and to
hold from this day forward, [or better for worse, for richer for poorer,
“1in sickness and in health, to love, cherish, and to obey, tll death us
do part, according to God’s holy ordinance; and thereto 1 give thee
my troth. '

§ Then shall they again loose their hands; and the Man shall give unlo the Woman a

ring, laying the same upon the book. And the Archbishop shall say a prayer for the
blessing of the ring.

IN thy name, O Lord, we hallow and dedicate this ring, that by thy

blessing he who gives it and she who wears it, keeping true faith
the one to the other, may abide together in thy peace, continue together
in thy favour, live together in thy love, and may finally dwell together
in thine cternal kingdom; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen.

§ Then the Archbishap, taking the ring, shall deliver it unio the Man to fut it upon the
Sourth finger of the Woman's left hand. And the Man, holding the ring there, and
lawght by the Archbishop, shall say,

ITH this ring 1 thee wed, with my body T thee worship, and
with all my worldly goods I thee endow: In the name of the
TFather, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.  Amen.




9§ Then the Man leaving the ving upon the fourth finger of the Woman's left hand, they shall
botl kneel down; THE CONGREGATION SHALL REMAIN STANDING,

and the drchbishop shall say,

Let us pray.

ETERNAL God, Creator and Prescrver of all mankind, giver of
all spiritual grace, the author of everlasting lifc: Send thy
blessing upon these thy servants, this man and this woman, whom we
bless in thy name; that, living faithfully together, they may surely
perform and keep the vow and covenant betwixt them made, whereof
this ring given and received is a token and pledge; and may ever
remain in perfect love and peace together, and live according to thy
laws; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen,

G Then shall the Archbishop join their right hands logether, and say,
‘Those whom God hath joined together let no man put asunder.,
§| Then shall the Avchbishop speak unto the people.
ORASMUCH as MARK ANTHONY PETER and ANNE

ELIZABETH ALICE LOUISE have consented togcther in holy
wedlock, and have witnessed the same before. God and this company,

“and thereto have given and pledged’ their troth either to other, and

have declared the same by giving and receiving of a ring, and by joining
of hands; I pronounce that they be man and wife together, In the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. dmen.

€ And the Archbishop shall add this Blessing.

OD the Iather, God the Son, God the Holy Ghost, bless, preserve,

and keep you; the Lord mercifully with his favour look upon

you; and so fill you with all spiritual benediction and grace, that ye

may so live together in this life, that in the world to come ye may
have life everlasting. dmen.




§ Then shall the Archbishop, followed by the Man and the Woman, go to the Lord’s
Table; this Scottish Paraphrase of Psalm XXIII being sung :
